Sunday April 18—Rancho Seco  
 

      The April outing will be to Rancho Seco for trout and bass.  The reservoir is 
planted with trout all winter.  Trout grow large black bass, which this reservoir has 
an abundance of.  These are Florida strain bass that grow much larger than the 
northern strain.  They are also harder to catch.  Top water might work at this time 
of the year, but sinking flies on the bottom are a much better bet.  So think sinking 
lines to get your fly down 10 or 15 feet.   

 
Flies should be on the large size to entice these bass.  Large salt water flies 

about 4 inches or longer should be about right.  These fish want a mouth 
full.  Smaller flies will catch smaller fish.  Weed guards are in order or at least flies 
that ride with the hook point turned up.  It is a lot easier to cast these larger flies on 
a seven or eight weight rod.  Tippets should test 8 to 12 pounds.  A float tube or 
small boat is needed.  No gas motors are permitted on the lake.  
 
There is a $5 fee to enter the lake.  More information is available on the SMUD inter-
net site at www.smud.org.

March Program  

The March program was presented by Ron Rabun.   
 
Ron has been guiding the Upper Sacramento River area 

around Dunsmuir for the past ten years.  His presentation cen-
tered around short line pocket water fishing.  Ron carefully cov-
ered casting techniques necessary to place his two fly system 
where the fish are located.   

 
The only indicators that he uses are three short (@6 inches) 

sections of Amnesia line at the butt area of the leader.  He 
places the yellow line between two pieces of red Amne-
sia.  When the sun hits the lines they are easily seen by the 
angler.  One of his best tips to the audience was "strike often, 
strike more often, and when in doubt, STRIKE."

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THE FOAM SPIDER 

To those of you who have been around the fly fishing game long enough to remember when Herter’s and Netcraft were major 
suppliers of tying materials, the foam spider is well known as a killer panfish, bass and trout pattern.  If the above names mean 
nothing to you, then you have probably missed out on one of the easiest to tie, deadliest patterns out there.   

 
The foam spider is tied in either a slow sinking (open cell foam) or floating (closed cell foam) version.  At one time, you could 

buy a bag of about 25 variously colored bodies for about 99 cents.  It’s probably worth a Google search to try and find them to-
day.  The recipe below illustrates why this was often the first fly many tiers learned. 

 
Hook:  Tiemco 5212, sized to body 
Body:  Foam, precut 
Legs:  Rubber hackle 
Thread:  To match body color 
 
Step 1. After debarbing hook, thread foam body onto hook so that it lies flat.  
 

    Step 2. Place hook in vise, and use tying thread to divide the body into 2 or 3 
segments. 

 
    Step 3. Using a needle, thread 2 or 3 pieces of rubber hackle through the foam 

body as legs.  Trim legs to roughly equal length on both sides.  
 

That’s it.  Put a drop of head cement on each set of thread wraps, and you’re ready go.  My favorite colors were always 
black, white and green (in that order) and the sinking bugs usually caught more fish but weren’t nearly as much fun. �‹

What is “Flies in the Mist” all about, you are probably asking yourself.  Well, since yourself doesn’t know any more than you 
do, I’ll jump in to help explain.   

When Tim asked me to do a fly-of-the-month type column, I wanted to do something a bit different.  I’ve chosen to focus on 
patterns that you’ve probably got in the dusty corner of one of your boxes if you’ve been at this game for a few years.  If you’re 
fairly new to the sport, these may be new names to you.  They have all been proven fish catchers for 30, 40, 50 years or more, 
and form the basis for many of today’s patterns.       Oh, and they still catch fish. 

                                                           

What is a rotary vise? What is the difference in buying a kit vs. buying your equipment separately? How much should I spend, 
and what are my options for buying a vise? Work-horse scissors? Dr. Slick? Expensive or less expensive scissors? Where can you 
buy scissors?  

These and other subjects were just some of the topics that Ken Waterstreet, Robert Roundtree, Larry Coulter, Carl 
Lang, Russell Heckley, Ed Knapp, and Lucy Badenhoop along with "assistants" Roman Gardea, SR., and Barry Tang 
breezed on the first evening of the Introduction to Fly Tying Class, March 9.   All equipment and materials were provided in these 
classes so everyone who is even remotely interested in learning to tie has no barrier to starting in. 

 
Ask Lucy what she has learned about the sizing system for hooks. Ask Ken how he learned to whip finish in this FIRST CLASS! 

( it took me years to want to learn how to use a Materelli whip finisher.) Excellent job Ken! We also spoke about a majority of 
other equipment fly tiers will use in the course of this class. Hair stackers, hackle pliers, cutters of all types (for wire and thick 
materials), etc etc etc.......  

 
We ended up tying the basic Woolly Bugger pattern, and everyone tied at least 2 flies as the time went by quickly that eve-

ning. I suggest that you all keep your flies and as a measure of your consistency, will see differences in your tying as time goes 
by. We also discussed how a scalpel blade can assist in tying.  The next class was all tying. For dry flies, the Elk Hair Caddis and 
the Royal Coachman patterns were tied, and the nymph of the evening was the Pheasant Tail Nymph.  

 
To Barry and Roman, thank you for assisting.  There were the 3 of us for 7 tiers, so the ratio of participants to assistants was 

great.  
 
Keep practicing everyone, and if there is anything that you would like, either more materials or have questions, please contact 

me.  Go tie one on! �‹

Fly Tiers Exchange                                                                              by Tim Au-Young 

                                                           

Six tiers participated in the March Fly Tier's Exchange. 

1. Rich Trimble, tied a "Stimulator" originated by Randall Kaufman.  Rich used a Mustad #6 
2XL hook, gold and orange thread, deer hair for the tail, yellow Anton abdomen, and furnace 
hackle palmered for the rib, deer hair for the wing, glo-orange yarn for the thorax, and grizzly 
palmered for the hackle.  Rich says that this pattern is a good dry fly pattern for simulating 
stoneflies, and floats well enough for use as an indicator.  Always an excellent choice to have in 
your box. 

2. John Daniels tied an" Andy Burke Indicaddis",  The recipe 
calls for a TMC 5262, #10, Danvillle 3/0 brown thread, 2 mm foam, tan, for the head and 
body, natural deer hair for the wing, Krystal Flash root beer in color for the wing flash, pump-
kin barred Nymph Sili Legs, and Para Post Wing , fluorescent orange, for the indicator.  John's 
comments, "Andy uses copious amounts of Dave's Flexament when tying.  He coats the hook 
before tying materials on materials, and then douses the bottom of the fly again when fin-
ished.  He ties the Indicaddis as small as #16's for streams like the Little Truckee, and as large 
as #2's for rivers like the Lower Sacramento".  Thanks John for your commentary and the 
great fly from a great innovator, tier, and person. 

 
3. Glenn Yee, Mr. Bass Fly Man, tied a nameless bass fly, and what a fly it is!  See for your-
self.  Glenn used a Mustad 92641 size 3/0 hook, red thread, white hackle for the tail (flared out-
wards), with multi-colored flashabou, pearl beadchain for the eyes, and red yarn for the tho-
rax.  He suggests using this for striper and black bass fishing.  Speak with him about his secrets at 
Kelsey Lake, and you will begin to understand his approach to catching bass.  Thanks for your 
contribution, Glenn! 

4. Dave Elmore tied a "Tiger Midge" with a TMC 2487 #16 (thru #22), with black 6/0 thread, tail 
with 1 strand of pearl krystal flash - 3/8 " long, ribbed with fine copper wire even spaced -4-5 
turns, and black thread for the body, with a copper bead for the head, and referenced Jan/Feb 
2004 American Angler.  Sshhh, don't let the secret out of  fish midges, Dave. 

 

5. Jim Wright tied a Beadhead Steelhead Fly, with a TMC #6 steelhead hook, tag with gold tinsel, 
tail from orange hen hackle, abdomen/body with 5 scarlet glass beads, and hackled at the head 
with strung guinea dyed orange.  This fly in this color is always impressive.  Thanks Jim.

If you that are new to the club, or are not familiar with the Fly Tier's Exchange, all you have to do is tie up 12 flies, turn them 
in to the exchange at the beginning of the meeting, and the exchange will distribute all of the participants flies to one another; 
you do not get your contribution back;you get everyone else's work!  It has to be one of the best values that CFFU has.  Your 
pattern can be of different sizes, but generally the flies are all the same pattern, the same size.  Give it a try! 



6. Tim Au-
Young tied the 
basic Beadhead 
Pheasant Tail 
Nymph on a 
Mustad 80050BR 
#18, with black 
6/0 thread, tail/
abdomen/
wingcase/legs 
with the same 
pheasant tail, 
fine copper wire for the rib, peacock herl for the tho-
rax, and either brass or tungsten beadhead for the 
head.   

For fast water, use tungsten beadheads, but some 
people use regular brass beadheads, and weight the 
throax for the weight to get the fly down.  Some peo-
ple also weight the leader with splitshot for their 
weight, so as you can tell, ask someone how they 
weight their flies, and you may get lots of an-
swers!  Just try to throw an indicator, a fly, a split shot 
above the fly, and you have a good caster, or !@#$%
