Dave Mathews, Sam Dasher, and | fished the east side of the lake
at Dago Bay. We managed six fish between us with Sam and | both landing cut-
throats in the six pound range. Gary Howard and Jeff Howard fished the south
end of the lake in the Lone Tree area. Both Jeff and Gary had success in that
area. John Daniels and Gary Crotwell fished several areas on the west side of
the lake. Gary landed 4 and John landed 1.

On Saturday we met for breakfast and were joined by Val Dun, Malcolm Fea,
and Larry Coulter. After breakfast we headed for Wino Beach. The fishing was
slow with only two fish landed. Around eleven o'clock we split up to try and find a
concentration of fish. Most of us ended up at Dago Bay with Malcolm having the
hot rod landing 6 fish. One of the fish was a beautifully colored male in the six
pound range. Around one in the afternoon Pyramid began to show its teeth
...WIND! Winds in the 40-50 mph range set in with waves to surf upon. Dave and
Sam both managed to land a fish each at Popcorn during the storm.

In general, the fish seemed to average larger in size compared to the last few
years...a good sign. A rough tally ended up with 28 cutthroats landed for the trip.

Fuller Lake Outing Saturday, May 21

With the original organizers dropping like flies, | have assumed the mantle of
fishmeister for the upcoming Fuller Lake outing...you have been warned! Fuller is
a smallish 69 acre lake, not much more than an hour's drive from Sac'to (roughly 70
miles), nestled in the Sierra Nevada just far enough away from the highway to pro-
vide a scenic and secluded setting. Fuller is a great place to escape the heat (elev.
5340 feet) and fish for some very eager Rainbows and Browns (planters and hold-
overs to 18 inches) almost all year round. The DF&G plants Fuller every other week
from May to July, so our outing should be a perfect time to fish.

To fish Fuller Lake, you really need a float tube or pontoon, and anything from a
3 to 6 weight, 9 foot fly rod will serve. A floating line with a long leader and some
split shot should work just fine, but an intermediate line, sink tip, or full sink Type |1
or Il might come in handy for stripping streamers as well. Leaders can be 4-5x,
and according to Phil Meyer of Sierra Fly Fishers (http://www.nccn.net/~anglers/),
and Frank Rinella of Nevada City Anglers (http://www.sierraflyfishers.com/), flly
choices include: Sheep Creek, #12-10, tied thin; BH Flashback PT, #14-10 or any
other callibaetis pattern; various Woolly Buggers, #12-8 in olive and black; Burk's
Bullet Head Streamer, #6; Denny'’s All Purpose Emerger, #12-10 in olive and black;
Denny's Seal Bugger #12-8 in olive, black, black and red, etc; Jay Fair Wiggle Tail
#10 in burnt orange, olive, cinnamon; Burk's Aggravator #10-8 in olive and black;
damsel nymphs; you will not want to be without some Parachute Adams, #14-10.
Of course, this is just a long winded way of saying that the usual lake flies will work
just fine on Fuller. Bring your FRS radio (channel 10, code 4), a camp chair, and
your own lunch and beverages. For directions and other details, see page 3.e

With flows just 875 cfs, floating was slow with lots of rowing.
Bill dragged bottom in some stretches. His main approach
was to fish from his pontoon, but thinks next time he will
anchor and wade at the best looking spots.

Mike's Portaboat was fine in the rapids at these flows. Bill
reported that the best action was about 1/4 mile below the
bridge, but rushed the last part of the float to get to the
take-out before dark. He says you need a 4-wheel drive at
the river to get traction on the cobbles. The day was beauti-

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Conservation Report by Bill Felts

WHAT DO YOU WANT?

As reported by President Vince Jacobs in the April issue of "On the Fly", the Sacramento County Planning and Community De-
velopment Agency (SCPCDA) is directing an update of the American River Parkway Plan. The current plan was developed in 1985,
and as is so obvious, the Parkway is subject to much greater use today than 20 years ago. The update is essential to the viability
of this major recreational asset.

The update will consider modifying a number of elements of the current plan. Among them are:

® The long term vision for the Parkway.

® The appropriate land uses for different segments; what are inappropriate land uses.
® The types of development that would improve the recreational and other features.
® The proper balance of preservation versus use.

® How to make the Parkway safer for its users.

® How to pay for the Parkway’s improvements and maintenance.

The SCPCDA is encouraging community input regarding what Parkway users want to see changed or unchanged. CFFU's Dave
Ford of is on the Update Citizens Advisory Committee and is representing our Club and fishing enthusiasts in general in the devel-
opment of the new Plan. In addition, as Vince pointed out, the Agency is holding meetings of the Advisory Committee and com-
munity workshops to ensure the public can influence the Plan’s development.

This is our chance to affect the future of the Parkway. As fly fishers, I'm sure that collectively we have many good ideas that
should be transmitted to those responsible for finalizing the new Plan. I encourage everyone to email their thoughts to either
Dave Ford or anyone on the Board of Directors. In turn, we can submit them to the Advisory Committee for thoughtful and thor-
ough consideration. ¢

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Fly-of-the-Month Chubbs Shad Buster by Dave Sylstra

The shad season will soon be here and a pocket full of shad flies will keep you a happy fly fisher. There is a great deal of
variation in shad flies, the one feature that most have is bright colors.... usually yellow, chartreuse, white, hot pink, red and com-
binations of each or all the colors! An effective shad fly must sink and drift along the bottom, so bead chain eyes, lead eyes, and
lead wrap can all be used to get it down where the fish are. This fly is a version of one originated by Master Tier , Wayne Chubb.
It proved deadly on the American in past seasons, and we began to call it “Chubbs Shad Buster.”

Materials
Hook.............. any medium shank, size 4-6
Thread........... usually 6/0, color to match materials or white...bright colors are best
Tail....ccoc.ooo.... Chartreuse calf tail...or krystal flash, marabou...You name it
Body........... Chartreuse 15lb Amnesia monofilament...also can use chenille in bright colors
Eyes.....cc.o.... medium bead chain...also lead eyes or similar.
Collar............. pearl or clear crystal flash, or color of choice!

Head Wrap...medium chenille, bright orange/red

Tying Instructions

1. Start the tying thread a short distance behind the eye of the hook and wrap a small
bump of thread.

2. Place a pair of bead chain eyes on top of the hook and use the
thread to wrap them to the hook using a “figure eight” wrap (wrap over the
middle behind the far eye, under and over the middle again and under the

closer eye and back again)...keep thread tight or the eyes will shift....tie off
the thread and cut. l

3. Tie in the thread again at a point just above and slightly behind the hook barb.

<4—— 4. Cut a small piece of calf hair from the
tail...clean any fuzz or excess from the bunch
and tie in just above the hook barb as shown.
Trim off the excess hair and tie down the ends
of the calf hair.

5. Cut off a 6’ piece of Amnesia 15Ib test chartreuse mono and tie in the end just behind
the bad chain eyes on the top of the hook shank.

6. Hold the mono on the top of the hook shank and wrap the thread down the mono to the tie in
point of the calf tail. Secure the mono with several wraps at the tie in point and wrap the thread forward
with big long wraps to the space just behind the eyes. >

7. Wrap the Amnesia around the shank of
the hook , starting at the tie in point and
moving forward...keep the wraps tight as
possible...this will form a tough, colorful
body for the fly. Tie off the Amnesia just
behind the bead chain eyes and wrap the
end several times.

8. Choose a small bunch of clear or pearl Krystal Flash. Tie in just be-
hind the bead chain eyes on both the top and bottom of the hook.
Spread around the hook shank as shown to form a collar of krystal
flash. Trim to length of the body or about even with the hook barb. To
add strength, place a drop or two of “super glue” or head cement over
the wraps on the bead chain eyes.

Glenn Yee tied a Midge size 20
using blue thread and krystal flash
for the body ribbed with fine copper
wire.

Rich Trimble tied a Parachute tied Klink-
hamer style size 14 using tan thread, brown
dubbing for the body, peacock herl thorax
and finished with grizzly hackle.

Jim Wright tied a Micro Mayfly Nymph beadhead
size 16 using wood duck flank feather barbs for the
tail, peacock herl for the body ribbed with fine cop-
per wire and krystal flash, wing case of turkey tail
and pearl tinsel and thorax of Arizona synthetic pea-
cock dubbing.

John Daniels tied a San Juan Worm size 10
using Danville 210 waxed “Flymaster plus”, fire
orange, coated with Sally Hansen Hard as Nails
for the body ribbed with small gold wire.

9. Cut a piece of medium red or orange chenille. Tie in just behind the eyes. Move the thread
to a point just behind the hook eye.. Wrap the chenille once around the hook shank, then over
middle of the eyes and under the far eye and back forming a nice fuzzy head around the bead
chain eyes. This adds color (and hides the thread wraps) end the wrap just behind the hook eye in
front of the eyes and use the thread to tie off the chenille.
