CONSERVATION REPORT  by Joe Morris 
 

Senator Feinstein has dropped her plans to propose legislation to bypass Endangered Species Act protections for endangered Delta fish 
(Chinook salmon, Steelhead, Delta Smelt, and Green Sturgeon). 

AB2063 was introduced in the California State Assembly.  This bill would declare the Chinook Salmon as the State Anadramous Fish.  It 
would also establish a goal of restoring them to sustainable levels within the next decade. 

New regulations on the Smith River effective March 1, 2010 now require the release of all wild steelhead. 

AB2336 was introduced in the State Assembly.  This bill would declare the striped bass a “harmful species” and immediately end any and all 
legal restrictions regarding the size or number of fish that may be taken.
