Tying Instructions 

The origin of this fly remains a mystery to me.  I don’t remem-
ber if I saw it somewhere or if I just made it up.  I have not 
been able to find the recipe in any of my references.  Anyway, 
it has been an effective fly for me, particularly at the High Hill 
Ranch in Placerville.  If I am taking someone's fly as my own, I 
apologize.  I tie this fly on a TMC 3761, size 14.  The example 
is on a size 12 for photographic purposes.  Other colors of Ice 
Dub, hook styles and sizes are worth exploring. 

MATERIALS   
Hook:  TMC 3761, 10 - 16 
Thread: Black 
Bead Head:  Brite Beads, 7/64” Black Nickel 
Tail:  Dark olive marabou (Jay Fair’s) 
Flash:  Krystal Flash U.V. Pearl ( in tail and before adding 
peacock herl) 
Body (first half):  Ice Dub, Caddis Olive 
Body ( second half): Peacock herl 

FLY OF THE MONTH 

Place debarbed hook with bead head in vice and add a foundation of 
thread on the hook’s shank.  Tie in the marabou and make the tail as 
long as the hook shank.  Add four strands of Krystal Flash the 
length of the tail.  Dub the Ice Dub on the rear half of the body.  
Add four more lengths of Krystal Flash reaching the tip of the tail.  
Form a dubbing loop using three or four peacock herls and wind on 
the shank up to the bead head.  Tie off peacock herl, whip finish 
and add head cement.  That’s it. 

Photo 1: Secure bead head at eye of hook with a bit of super 
glue. Marabou tail and strands of Krystal Flash extending the 
length of the tail. 

Photo 2:  Dubbed Ice Dub on the rear half of the hook shank with 
strands of Krystal Flash extending to the tip of the tail.

PRESIDENT’S OUTING July 24, 2010 
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HEENAN LAKE OUTING: Saturday, September 11, 2010  
FISHING:  CFFU will be headed to Alpine County to fish Heenan Lake for Lahontan Cutthroat trout. Heenan Lake is a high elevation 
(7084 feet), small 135-acre reservoir utilized by CA DF&G as a brood stock lake to collect eggs for stocking other lakes in CA and 
NV with cutthroats.  The lake is open to catch-and-release fishing with barbless hooks for a very limited time frame each season 
from the Friday before Labor Day through the last Sunday in October.  You are allowed to fish on Friday, Saturday and Sundays only 
from sunrise to sunset.  Cutthroats tend to put up a much different fight versus Rainbows, and usually combine a dive for the bottom 
plus a bulldog-headshake style compared to the line-stripping runs of Rainbows.  There are rumors of 36 inch fish in Lake Heenan, 
but I can truthfully only attest to 25-26 inch fish which ran approximately 5-6 lb. Encourage people to carpool as the parking lot is 
limited in size, and, potentially, can get crowded on the weekends.  Need to arrive early to ensure you get a spot in the parking lot.  
Maybe we can catch more cutthroats on this outing than we did on the Lake Pyramid outing earlier in the year?  Sign-up sheet will 
be available at July-Sept. meetings. 

 WHEN:  Saturday, Sept. 11, 6:30 a.m. (meeting at Lake Heenan) 

 LUNCH:  $10 per person -  Fishmeister will provide the fixings for sandwiches (turkey & ham), fruit, chips, drinks (sodas, ice tea & water), and 
cookies for lunch.  A cost of $10 per person applies, if you're interested, and all proceeds will be donated to the club. Plan to meet approximately 
12 pm in the parking lot for lunch.  Bring a folding chair. 

 GEAR:  Floating device required (e.g., float tube, pontoon boat, etc.  Electric motors only are allowed).  Suggest 5-6wt rod, and 4X leader. 
 Lines can range from floating line to indicator fish with nymphs &/or midges hanging below about 4-11 feet or try a very slow hand twist retrieve 
with a midge or scud; intermediate and full sink lines (e.g., type 4-6) to strip flies. Most of us were successful last year down deep about 24-25 
feet near the bottom around the dam area.  Success can also be achieved on the opposite side of the lake among the shallow weed beds too.  A 2-
way walkie-talkie radio set to channel 10-4 is helpful to communicate.  Bring a digital camera to document various activities during the day.  
Other items include a folding chair for lunch time, sunscreen, sunglasses, hat, rain jacket, etc.  Weather can be unpredictable in the fall, and thun-
derstorms are quite possible.  We did experience rain last year, and I got just drenched.  If any lightening nearby, recommend to get off the water 
pronto or keep waving that graphite rod, if you’re feeling lucky. 

 FLIES:  Standard Leeches/Wooley Buggers in olive and black colors approximately sz. 8-10.  A small black leech with red flash in the tail has 
worked well for me.  Bring some with bead heads for a little flash.  Bead headed Prince nymphs approximately sz 12-16 are a must.  Brown dam-
sels sz. 10-12 were the hot ticket last year.  Other suggested flies include: callibaetis nymphs sz. 12-14, midges (e.g., blood midges, dark olive, 
brown, black zebra &/or Tunkwanamid--see CFFU Dec. 2007 Fly of the Month) - bring some in large sz 16-12, Stillwater nymph brown, olive & 
olive with rust tail combo.--see CFFU Feb. 2007 Fly of the Month approximately sz. 10-12, Sheep Creek Special sz 10-12, Caddis nymphs, and 
Scuds (try an olive-gray or olive-brown color sz. 10-16 for the weedbeds) are all viable options too.  I’m sure a GE (Gary Eastman) special would 
work.  Ask Gary. 

 LAUNCH:   You can go through the parking area down to the lake to launch your craft. 

 DIRECTIONS:  See the website for directions or use Google map, etc.  Fish Sniffer website has a map of Lake Heenan.
