EQUIPMENT RECOMMENDATION:  4 – 6WT Rod, Floating and 
intermediate type II sink line, 9 ft leader, Weighted flies --Black 
Woolly Bugger, Black bunny leeches, prince nymph, peacock herl 
nymph, beadhead green rockworm,  

MEAL INFORMATION:  Members need to provide their own lunch 
and beverages.. 

DIRECTIONS/MAP:  Take Highway 50 east, go past Placerville and 
travel about 5 more miles until you see Carson Road, then, make a 
left turn cross the westbound highway, turn left at the T junction, 
travel about a quarter mile you should see the High Hill Ranch sign, 
turn right into their driveway.

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BOW TIE BUZZER Tied and photographed

Tying Instructions 

Walk through a cloud of midges or get one stuck in your ear 
and you’ll soon understand why, in the United Kingdom, 
“buzzer” is the onomatopoetic name for adult chironomids [1].   

The Bow Tie Buzzer is an example of the pupa stage of a midge.  This is 
a simple fly using on five materials.  The most unusual is the material 
used for the gills, Oral-B Ultra Floss.  The Oral-B Ultra Floss is a dental 
floss that when cut short gives the appearance of breathing gills.  Al-
though this fly is tied in black, it can be tied in brown, olive, silver-gray, 
green, red, and ginger.  To finish the fly I used Sally Hansen’s Clear 
Hard as Nails, but you can use Loon Outdoors UV Knot Sense or Hard 
Head Fly Finish.

MATERIALS 
Hook:   MFG, #/size: TMC 200R/12 - 20 
Thread color & size: Black, 70 Denier 
Rib:   Silver/Gold Uni-Mylar – 1/69”  
Body:   Tying thread 
Wing case:  Medium Holographic Tinsel                              
Wing Buds:  Brown Turkey Biot  
Gills:   Oral B Ultra Floss 

FLY OF THE MONTH 

Attach the tying thread behind the eye, wrap to just above 
the barb, and tie in the Mylar. 

 Wrap the tying thread back to a point approximately three 
(3) eye widths behind the eye and then wrap the Mylar 
(silver side out) forward, and tie off and trim. 

 Attach the dental floss behind the eye perpendicular to 
the hook shank and secure with several figure “8” wraps.  
Trim some of the excess dental floss. 

Tie in the biot on each side of the body as shown in the 
photo.  Next tie in the holographic tinsel on top of the body 
and secure with thread wraps as shown. 

Whip finish just behind the gills and finish trimming the 
dental floss. 

 Fold the tinsel forward, and tie in and trim.  Next fold the 
biot forward, and tie in and trim.  

 To finish the buzzer, apply one to three coats of Sally 
Hansen’s Hard as Nails, UV Knot Sense, or Hard Head Fly 
Finish.

INFORMATION:  Approximately four hour drive from the Sacramento area. Baum Lake is about 65 miles East of Redding Ca. The elevation is 

near 3400 feet so weather can vary from warm sunny to cold and snowy. Be prepared for whatever may come. 

SUMMARY: The best winter fishery in all of California. 

MEETING LOCATION (MEAL AND/OR FISHING): Recommend that you drive to Burney CA which is just about ten miles from the Lake, ei-

ther Friday night or early Saturday morning. There are a number of motels in Burney and all about the same price and value. I recommend the 

Charm Motel 530-335-2254. If we have enough people I will contact them to see if we can get a group discount. 

MEETING TIME: We will try to meet for breakfast Saturday morning, 7:30 am at the Blackberry Patch restaurant in Burney, and then proceed to 

the lake.  Those who stay and fish on Sunday can make plans to get together if desired. I recommend  

FISHING FEES: Free 

DIRECTION/MAP: From Sacramento go north to Redding. Take highway 299 east to Burney. About seven miles out of Burney on 299 you’ll 

come to Cassel Road, turn right and go to approximately two miles to the Baum Lake-Crystal Lake fish hatchery road. Turn left and go to the 

lake. There is a parking area with restrooms located at the lake.  

EQUIPMENT RECOMMENDATION: Four or Five weight rods. There are times when there is a hatch and you’ll need a floating line and other 

times when an intermediate sinking line works best using a small wooly bugger or wiggle tail. You can also use nymphs under an indicator. All 

three are productive and different times. Pontoon boats, prams, or small aluminum boats are a great asset. There is some bank fishing but a boat 

will greatly improve your odds.  

MEAL INFORMATION: Saturday afternoon we with have hot soup and crackers. Bring your own drinks. There are a number of restaurants in 

Burney to choose from for dinner.  

FISHING NOTES: Fishing this time of the year is usually good with 10-20 fish days normal –no guarantee-it’s is fishing.
